All labor, insurance, material, equipment, tools, power, transportation, 
miscellaneous equipment, etc., necessary for construction of a storm water 
drainage system bei ng built in conjunction with drainage improvements for the 
new Junior Achievemant facility located at 550 E. Wallen Road. Major 
components of the project include 1, 161+/- L.F. of 15" to 18" diameier pipe, 8 
manholes, and 1 outlei structure; 

involving a tolal cost of (CITY UTILITIES SHARE) ONE HUNDRED TEN THOUSAND SEVEN 

HUNDRED SEVENTY-FIVE AND 00/100 OOLLARS- ($110,775.00). A copy of said Contract is on

Description of Project: The Board ofStorm Water Management has entered into the above referenced agreement for 
construction ofa storm water cirainage system being built in conjunction with drainage improvements for 
the new Junior Achievement facility 1ocated at 550 E. Wallen Road (southwest corner area of Coldwater 
Road and Wallen Road). This project will also serve the Waterswolde neighborhood located 
immediately to the south with an improved drainage outlet. This will help to alleviate on-going flooding 
problems in that neighborhood as weil. 

The Developer has agreed to construct this new public system at the same time as it builds the drainage 
system for the its own project, the new Junior Achievement facility. This partnership will rednee the 
City's share of the east in that a separaie contract will not be required, and the City will benefit from the 
economics of seal e gain ed by combining the two projects. 

Major components ofthe project include 1,161 ± L.F. ofl5" to 18" diameier pipe, 8 manholes, and I outlei structure.
